EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING MINUTES
AUGUST 31, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 9:32 a.m. with all trustees
present except David Kancsar.

Members Michael Manley & Jay Atwood were present as observers.

Prior to the commencement of official business, President Leone
asked for a moment of silence for two deceased Local 369 members:
Armando Meza & Bill Kane, both of whom were life members.

On a motion made by Trustee Ransom, the meeting minutes of
Aug 17" were approved as adjusted.

President Leone reported on the following:

A permanent new header has been added to the Executive
Board Meeting minutes as a courtesy reminder to members who
may appear before the Board from time to time. Confidentiality
breaches as it pertains to official union business that occurs prior
to the subsequent approval of the minutes is a violation of Local
369 bylaw mandates and may incur sanctions.

Leone updated the Board regarding the Caesars Palace bargaining
unit substitution contract compliance issue. A formal grievance was
filed by Secretary-Treasurer Pastor. Repeated efforts to ameliorate
the protracted issue have failed. The property continues to treat subs
for the two bargaining unit members as independent contractors
instead of employees as mandated under labor law.

Constitutional Follies show producer, Mr. Val Starr was issued an AFM
T-2 contract by request from Leone. There is still no firm indication
that the show is proceeding on schedule for a Mar 2012 premiere.

A recent survey indicated that there are approximately 8 billion
illegal music downloads occurring on a yearly basis.

By invitation, Leone visited the new Smith Center for the Performing
Arts & met with President/CEO Myron Martin, and project Manager,
Paul Beard. In addition to the Grand Theatre, there will be a 250 seat
jazz cabaret theater. It was reported in the tabloids that LV entertainer
Clint Holmes will be appearing in the cabaret twice monthly.

Local 369 member Jack Gaughan will be contracting additional
local musicians for Pamphlet B travelling Broadway shows and
other entities at the Smith Center when necessary.

Subsequent to the most recent LVP contract negotiation meeting,
orchestra management representative Doug Van Gilder & Maestro
David Itkin were issued correspondence from negotiation committee
member Sharon Street-Caldwell. Leone noted for the record that

Article VII
General Elections

A. Time of Elections: A General Election of all Officers
and of third and alternate Convention Delegates shall
be held on the third Saturday in November of each
odd-numbered year. The polls shall be open from
8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at a location designated by the
Executive Board. The Secretary/Treasurer shall give
due notice to the membership of the time and place
of the election.

B. Notice: The Secretary/Treasurer shall publish a
notice of the nominating and voting procedures in each
issue of the Desert Aria during each election year up
to the final issue prior to the date of the election. In
accordance with DOL regulations (US Department of
Labor), all election notices must be sent utilizing USPS
(regular mail). Therefore, any requests for notices to be
sent via email or otherwise cannot be honored in order
to comply with Federal law.

C. Nominations: Nominations shall take place from the
floor at a Speci al
Meetingo), requiring no

of September of each Election year. At that meeting,
any member in good standing may nominate qualified
members (as set forth in Article 1V-B) who do not have
a conflict of interest (as defined in Article IV-E). Each
nomination shall require a second. No member may be
a candidate for more than one office nor may any
nominator place more than one candidate in nomination
for each position. The nominator may speak in behalf
of the candidacy of the nominee for a period of not
more than two minutes; and the candidate may also
give an acceptance speech of not more than two
minutes. Note: If meeting AFM membership require-
ments entitling an additional Delegate(s) to the AFM
I nternational Convention

D. Acceptance of Nomination: Each candidate must
accept nomination in person at the Nominations Meet-
ing. Any prospective candidate unable to be present
at the Nominations Meeting shall file a written state-
ment of willingness to accept the nomination(s) sought
with the Secretary/Treasurer prior to that meeting.

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I. Appeals: Any nominee that the Committee deter-
mines to be ineligible may appeal for a review of that
decision by the Committee at its next meeting. The
Committee shall review the case carefully and shall
render a final decision based on all the facts. This
decision shall be final and binding pending an appeal
of the decision to the AFM as provided in its Bylaws.

J. Ballot Preparation: At least two weeks prior to the
election date the Election Committee shall prepare an
official Ballot containing the legal names of all eligible
candidates in alphabetical order by last name. A
candidate shall have the right to have a nickname or
professional name added in parentheses to the legal
name. The official ballot shall have consecutively num-
bered stubs at the top, which shall either be perforated
or shall have a cut-off line. The Secretary/Treasurer
shall arrange, under the guidance of the Committee,
the printing of the ballots and shall obtain other voting
materials necessary for the election.

K. Absentee Ballot Requests: Any member in good
standing may request an Absentee Ballot in writing
(including email belonging to the member), in person,
by fax, or on such forms as the Local may provide.
There shall be no automatic mailings of Ballot Requests
(or Absentee Ballots themselves) to any members of
the Local, either resident or non-resident, nor shall
the Local accept requests by telephone. The Local
shall not hand out blank Ballot Requests (or Ballots
them-selves), either individually or in groups, to any
Employer (including Personnel Managers, Contractors,
and Leaders). Only the member who will be casting
the actual vote can request an Absentee Ballot.

L. Publication of Request: In the last regular issue
prior to the Election Supplement, the Desert Aria shall
contain an Absentee Ballot Request together with
instructions clearly indicating that it may be cut out or
photocopied and mailed or faxed to the Local at the
voter 0s expense. The
reminder that any member requesting an absentee
ballot shall not be permitted to vote in person,
including presentation of an absentee ballot.

M. Absentee Ballot Mailing: No voter shall receive an
Absentee Ballot from the Local Office at the time the
member signs an Absentee Ballot Request in person.
The Election Committee shall instead keep all Requests
and mail all Absentee Ballots in one group not earlier
than ten days after the date the Post Office receives the
Election Supplement for mailing to the membership.

N. Post Office Box: The Election Committee shall
secure its own Post Office box for the exclusive purpose
of receiving and retaining all Absentee Ballots, which
